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On a poster, draw 4 objects or symbols to rep-
resent the book. Explain what each object or 

symbol represents and explain how the symbol 
is important to the book. 

 

In a short essay, identify a problem that a char-

acter in your book had to face. What was the 
problem and how did the character solve it? If 

you were that character, explain what would you 

have done differently and why. 

 

In a short essay, compare and contrast your-
self with one of the characters in the book. Ex-

plain three similarities and three differences you 
have with that character. 

 

Write a review of your book for 
Amazon.com. Give 2 opinions about it and cite 

examples using quotations from the book to 
support why you think it is an interesting book or 

not. Include whether you would recommend it to 
a friend and say why or why not. 

 

Pretend you could put yourself in the book. 

Write a short essay explaining where would you 

put yourself and why. How would you being there 
change the story? 

 

Imagine you are the author of the book. In a 

short essay, describe what happens to a 
character years before or years after the story 

takes place.
